Corey: Why in the summer? Is this an emergency?

Hassan: This is Phase II, in order to do construction, there are 3 phases that you need to go through and because of the timeline that we want, we need to get Phase II going. 

Corey: this does not constitute emergency, it’s a project that can wait 1 month until Senate reconvenes. 

Hassan: this project is going to be student funded and student ran.

Daniela: we’re already on the backend of this timeline. We would like to bundle this project along with the new dorms that are going to be built. 6 million dollars has already been set aside for this. If we don’t act now how much more money will this cost us later?

Hassan: students funded phase I in fall of last year and the next step is now-to find out what students want, which is the most important thing. 

Corey: Is someone going to make a motion?

Jazmin: do we need to?

Corey: Motion needs to be made to change ASSOU budget so that it can be taken to Summer SFC. That’s the process and that’s what the committee said.

Hassan: doesn’t feel like motion was needed. 

Constitution/rules are being looked at for reference but entire body could not confirm that there was exact verbiage found that supported the process that called for A.C to change ASSOU budget. The only support was from Corey’s interpretation of the constitution as chief justice, which Corey says is the job of the judicial branch: to make binding interpretations of the constitution and rules which then become law. 

Rest of body was still not convinced but Hassan agreed to make a motion but conceded that he still did not think motion was necessary because it’s nowhere in rules.

Daniela: we just need to many things in order to get this place organized. And I don’t like spending money that isn’t guaranteed. Spending the entire office supply budget for the year during the summer without the guarantee that senate will give more funds in the fall is irresponsible and I will not do it. 

Corey: guess we just have 2 different perspectives but I’m just giving you advice based on my experience. 

Hassan: everyone has given their advice. If extra money is needed then we must move forward.
