Motion to move Jon Eldrige’s update before Judicial passed with no objection. 

Last year they looked into developing a new rec center. 902 completed responses for the survey. Many students think that it would make a significant impact on student lives. They looked at amenities and they figured out the square footage to accommodate all that. The total comes to about 19.1 million dollars with a fee of 85 to 95 dollars a student. It was a very conservative estimate, including operating costs and similar things. Many questions need to be answered to get to the referendum. 
How do we want this working group should look? We want student feedback and students to participate in forums. 
Suggested by President Harris, two executive, three senators, one judicial and as many students as possible. We want the referendum done by the spring. 
Sen. Sen. Arthur, Sen. Kurland and Sen. Marks were interested in participating. The process will be long, but it is about the gathering of data. 
Senator Gohring: wants a more detailed survey information and also wants to know if it went through the IRB. John said it didn’t need to.

1. Ospirg(5min)
. Got funding to go to powershift. Hopefully sending 35 students to go in Eugene. There are already 11 students register and 24 more who say the want to register. Hunger and homelessness: trick or can going on this weekend and it will be donated to the Ashland food angels. If you want to donate food, drop it off at the ospirg desk.
a. ASSOU Nesting
. Nesting sessions: two every month for about five minutes per executive member. Legislative and judiciary will have 10 minutes. Start with the list we have. Make an ASSOU rap to give a very brief rundown of what ASSOU does and can do as well as the relationship between us and students and how we can plug volunteers to help out with campaigns and the volunteers can replace us eventually. Request an adhoc committee or a volunteer committee to make the 10 minute legislative rap for the workshop. Pitching the committees that the students can sit on as well as the open position. 
. Sen. Gohring : There aren’t a lot of first time volunteer opportunities for potential recruits. She doesn’t want the volunteering to just be tabling. 
. Director Falldorf: Exec needs volunteers and legislative side needing to fill spots on committees. Judicial volunteers about hearings board. 
. OSPIRG: thinks it is a really good idea and wants it more than twice a month.
. Director Falldorf agrees. 
. Speaker Brown: We need students at large on committees. 
. President Harris: limit the rap to 5 minutes (the class rap will be five minutes long. Just the nesting session will get 10 minutes.)
. Sen. Michaud: Send it to GAC.
a. Confirming of students at large
. Vice President Stucke : Google doc on committees. We need to change the vacancies on the committees. Working very hard to get them filtered through senate. Many have class during senate, so there is a statement of why they want to be on this committee. A lot of committees have six to ten students to fill.

Sen. Arthur objects
0. SFC Schedule
0. 27th oct will be training sessions for those requesting funds.  Sen. Gohring doesn’t feel comfortable cutting the time that the forms are due by a month, since they are usually due in the beginning of winter term. Jessica wants to have more time to go over forms so she wants to start it early.  Sen. Gohring feels that the timeline is unrealistic in many ways. No way to send things to the sub committees in the time allotted. Not enough time for SUAC. ASSOU budget has to be presented on the same day as EAAC budget. 
Sen. Taylor: offer an alternative?
Sen. Gohring : Groups wanting money should have until the first day of winter term. Hearings for second week. Hearings for each subcommittees (give them two to three weeks). Leave time for SFC hearing the budgets and sending the final budget onto senate since SFC can tell a subcommittee to go and do something different. We can’t assume that Senate won’t send the budget back to SFC. 
Sen. Way: Remember that we have not been on time with this process. 
Sen. Gohring moves to table this till next week. Sen. Way seconds. Motion passes without objection.
