· Swearing in two members of Cabinet. Jessica Thurner and Kelsey Meyer.



Election of a new Speaker
· Sen. Way nominates Sen. Brown, Sen. Duggan seconds.

· President Harris asks if we should wait for senate to fill up before electing.

· Sen Arthur moves to amend agenda to move confirmation of new officers before speaker election. Sen. Brown seconds. Passes without objection.



Confirmation of new officers
· Yvette Martinez nominated for Director of Multicultural Affairs. Sen. Laughlin moves to confirm, Sen. Lawrence seconds. Passes without objection.

· Casey Swanson petitioned in for Stevenson Union Senator. Senator Way moves to confirm Swanson to position. Sen. Anderson seconds. Motion passes 12-0-2, Sen. Taylor and Sen. Arthur Abstain. 

· Swanson and Martinez both get sworn in.



Back to election of a new Speaker
· Sen. Laughlin nominates Sen. Gohring, Sen. Lawrence seconds. Sen. Gohring accepts.

· Speaker. Roque moves to elect Sen. Arthur as temporary chair until new Speaker is elected. Sen. Breen seconds. Sen. Arthur accepts. Passes without objection.

· Speaker Roque leaves.

· Sen. Gohring and Sen. Brown step out of the room. 

· Sen. Arthur moves to add 10 minutes to agenda item, Sen. Duggan seconds.

· Sen. Arthur moves to add 5 minutes to agenda item, Sen. Duggan seconds. 

· Votes: Sen. Brown 9, Sen. Gohring 3.

· Sen. Brown is now the new Speaker of the Senate.



Stipend Setting
· The switch to an award program

· Sen. Gohring moves to set amount of award to the same as the max hourly wage. Sen. Taylor seconds. Motion carries 8-4-1. Senators Kurland, Swanson, Arthur, Way, oppose. Speaker Brown abstains.



Committee on Committees
· Sen. Breen replaces Sen. Arthur on GAC

· Sen. Arthur moves the meeting time to 9pm, Sen. Breen seconds.

· Sen. Gohring moves to approve all committees except SFC. Sen. Breen seconds. passes without objection.

· Sen. Gohring is appointed to CoC without objection.



Committee Structure
· Discussion as to whether rules committee should still exist.

· Sen. Gohring moves to amend agenda, moving number 6 to number 3. Sen. Way seconds. Passes without objection. 

· President Harris removes funding request from agenda for lack of time.



Senate Petition Process
· Sen. Breen moves to extend the deadline of the Nontraditional/Military Affairs Senator to October 14th, and the Multicultural Senator deadline to October 21. Sen. Michaud seconds. Passes unanimously. 



Funding request for Poverty Conference (presented by Jessica Thurner, Secretary of Finance)
· Sen. Arthur moves to approve 3 people to go to the conference. Sen. Anderson seconds.

· Sen. Arthur makes a friendly amendment to take funds from either rollover or OEP. Motion passes 10-1-1. Sen. Gohring opposes, Speaker Brown abstains.

· Sen. Gohring moves to adjourn. Sen. Arthur seconds. Motion fails 4-8-0. Sen. Gohring, Sen. Arthur, Sen. Swanson, Sen. Laughlin approve.

· Sen. Laughlin leaves.

· Sen. Arthur moves to amend agenda to move fund request to 4. Sen. Michaud seconds.



Funding request for Out in the Silence (presented by Sen. Michaud)
· Sen. Michaud asks for $150 for pizza and soda for Out in the Silence event happening on Monday, October 17th in the CRC at 6pm. 

· Sen. Breen moves to fund $150 from Senate Contingency for food for Out in the Silence. Sen. Way seconds. Passes unanimously.

· Meeting adjourns at 9pm.
