2011-2012 Committees



Academic Policies Committee: This committee advises on policies pertaining to admissions, transfer, general academic regulations, and graduation. Meeting times vary depending on workload for this committee. 
Academic Standards Committee: This committee advises on policies pertaining to student academic performance including probation, suspension, and readmission and shall act on student petitions regarding these matters. Meeting times vary depending on workload for this committee.
City of Ashland Airport Commission: Advises city council on matters relating to the management, operation, and further development of the Ashland Airport. This commission meets the first Tuesday of the month at 9:30am.
Assessment Committee: This committee oversees the institution, maintenance, and development of student outcomes for curriculum at Southern Oregon University. This committee meets every other Tuesday from 1:30-2:30pm.
Athletics Advisory Committee: This committee determines the direction of the department of athletics, and addresses issues and projects within the department. Meeting times TBA. 
Athletics and Wellness Committee: This committee works to advocate for athletes, increasing awareness and game/match attendance. They also focus on general awareness among the campus community concerning issues of wellness, including good eating habits, exercise, sleep, etc. This committee will meet on a bi-weekly or monthly basis.
City of Ashland Audit Commission: This commission advises on the annual city audit report and makes recommendations on the city's financial documents. This commission meets during the months of September, October, and November. 
Bookstore Advisory Committee: The bookstore advisory committee advises the bookstore on policies and procedures pertaining to that department. This committee will meet once per term.
Budget Committee: The Budget Committee advises on the construction and maintenance of the budget for the entire university. This committee meets the second Monday of the month from 10-12pm.
Building Fee Committee: The Building Fee Committee oversees the building fee fund and makes recommendations regarding its expenditure. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Campus Academic Affairs Committee: This committee works on issues on campus surrounding academics for students. This would include faculty evaluations, textbook affordability, and other topics. This committee will meet on a bi-weekly basis. 
Campus Equal Rights Committee: This committee will focus primarily on issues surrounding the LGBTQ communities, but will work to advocate for equal rights for all members of the SOU community as a whole. This committee will meet on a bi-weekly or monthly basis. 

City of Ashland Citizen’s Budget Commission: This committee promotes efficiency and economy in the use of public funds, and evaluates whether individual departments are meeting their policy and strategic goals in relation to the budget. This committee meets during December through May. 
Commencement Committee: The Commencement Committee oversees the planning and execution of commencement each spring. This committee meets once per month during Winter term, and bi-weekly during spring term. 
City of Ashland Conservation Commission: This commission explores and promotes conservation and sustainability in a variety of areas in the City of Ashland, including waste, electricity, water, resources, etc. This commission meets every fourth Wednesday of the month from 6-8pm.
Curriculum Committee: The curriculum committee oversees and reviews teaching curriculum for all departments, and also conducts periodical reviews of educational materials. This committee meets once per month. 
Diversity and Inclusion Access and Success Committee: This committee works to promote outreach and academic enrichment programs, recruitment policies and programs, and maintaining a diverse student body (recruitment and retention, student organization support, encouraging interracial and intercultural contact, and working on housing programs and development. This committee meets once per month.
Diversity and Inclusion Campus Climate Committee: This committee works to address the external impact and its impact on campus climate, compositional diversity, historical legacy, psychological and behavioral climate, organization/structural diversity, and inter-group and campus dialogues. This committee meets once per month.
Diversity and Inclusion Education and Scholarship Committee: This committee addresses goals for student learning, curricular assessment and transformation, effective pedagogy and professional development. This committee meets every other month. 
Diversity and Inclusion Institutional Vitality Committee: This committee works to promote organization/structural diversity, campus statements, faculty and staff diversity and diversity policies, and professional development. Meeting times vary depending on workload.
Elections Committee: This committee will focus on ASSOU elections, restructuring them to create a more ethical and fair process, and creating a larger voter turnout. This committee will meet weekly during Winter and Spring Terms. 
Faculty Development Committee: This committee studies and recommends means to evaluate and improve the instructional program and general scholarship of the faculty and to promote research activities. Meeting times vary depending on workload.
Financial Aid and Awards Committee: This committee advises on matters related to scholarships, grants, and other types of student awards and honors. This committee meets the first Tuesday and Wednesday of each term from 1-4pm, and more often during the months of March and April to process SOSA applications. 

City of Ashland Firewise Commission: This commission advises on wildfire concerns in the Ashland area and creates plans for mitigation activity in the community. This commission meets every third Wednesday of the month from 12-1pm.
Food Advisory Committee: The food advisory committee addresses student concerns regarding the dining program on campus, and works to create positive change regarding food offerings on campus. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
City of Ashland Forest Lands Commission: This commission develops plans and policies for the forest environments in Ashland, and promotes and educates about the Ashland Forest Plan. This commission meets every second Thursday of the month at 5:30pm.
Foundation Board of Directors: The foundation board determines the direction and makes decisions for the SOU foundation, which raises money for SOU and SOU students. This board meets once per month. 
Healthy Campus Initiative Oversight Committee: This committee oversees the five subcommittees of the healthy campus initiative, and works to promote healthy choices on campus. The student on this committee should be a Health and PE capstone student. This committee meets once per month.
Healthy Campus Initiative Mental and Emotional Wellbeing Committee: This committee works to promote awareness about student emotional and mental health on campus. This committee meets once per month.  
Healthy Campus Initiative Physical Wellbeing and Recreation Committee: This Committee works to education the campus community about the benefits of exercise, healthy eating, adequate sleep, and related topics. This committee meets once per month.
Healthy Campus Initiative Smoke-Free Campus Committee:  This committee researches the feasibility of a plan to implement a smoke or tobacco free policy on campus. This committee meets once per month. 
Healthy Campus Initiative Sexual and Relationship Violence Committee: This committee works to spread awareness of the importance and meaning of healthy relationships. This committee meets once per month.
Healthy Campus Initiative Alcohol and Other Drugs Committee: This committee works to spread awareness on the negative effects of Alcohol and other Drugs, and works to change that culture on campus. This committee meets once per month.
City of Ashland Historic Commission: This commission surveys and recommends areas of Ashland with historic value and maintains Ashland's designated historic districts and buildings. This commission meets every first Wednesday of the month at 6pm. 
Honors Council: The Honors Council works to ensure the successful implementation of the honors college in the Fall of 2013, and works on policies regarding the current honors program. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
City of Ashland Housing Commission: The mission of the Ashland Housing Commission is to encourage housing that is available and affordable to a wider range of city residents and preserves the diversity and character of the community by providing opportunities to enhance cooperation between the public and private sectors, encouragement of financial entities to support housing programs in the city, and coordination of housing and supportive services programs.
International Affairs Council: This Council advises on matters related to SOU's international engagement, including strategic planning, alignment, and policy concerning internationally focused academic and experiential programs for students, faculty, and staff. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Library Committee: The Library Committee advises on library policy and procedure, and works to improve the library as a whole for the campus community. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Orientation, Registration, and Welcome Week Committee: This committee works to plan and execute the experience that incoming students have when entering the university through these programs. Meetings will be 1-2 times per month on Monday mornings. Frequency will increase closer to these events.
City of Ashland Parks and Recreation Committee: This commission maintains recreational facilities and activities in Ashland. This commission meets every fourth Monday at 7pm. 
City of Ashland Planning Commission: This commission is responsible for creating the city's comprehensive plan and implementing it. This commission meets every second Tuesday of the month at 7pm.
City of Ashland Public Arts Commission: Works to enhance the cultural and aesthetic quality of Ashland by promoting the use of art in public spaces. Meets every 3rd Friday of the Month at 8:15am. 
Recreation Center Working Group: This group works to explore the feasibility of a new recreation center on campus. This group meets once per month, and will meet more frequently as the project progresses. 
Stevenson Union Steering Committee: This committee is responsible for general policies, plans, and procedures for the operation of the SU. This committee will meet on a bi-weekly or monthly basis.
Student Advocacy Committee: This committee will explore the best ways to advocate for students at SOU, especially in situations regarding the student code of conduct. They will also work to publicize the SOU student creed. This committee will meet on a bi-weekly or monthly basis. 
Student Affairs Committee: This committee works on all issues pertaining to student affairs, and works to improve student services and resources under that purview. Meeting times will be posted shortly.
Student Fee Committee: The Student Fee Committee is the main body which oversees the allocation of the Student Incidental Fee, about 3.5million dollars overall collected from students each term. This money goes directly to student organizations, activities, and services. This committee meets weekly throughout the year, and is busiest in Winter term.
Student Fee Athletics Advisory Committee: The Athletics Advisory Committee works to allocate the portion of the student fee surrounding student physical health and development, including but not limited to sports, intramural clubs and sports, and recreational sports. This committee meets weekly during Winter Term. 
Student Fee Educational Activities Advisory Committee: The Educational Activities Advisory Committee focuses on the allocation of the student fee regarding educational and cultural activities. This committee meets weekly during winter term.
Student Fee Stevenson Union Advisory Committee: The Stevenson Union Advisory Committee focuses on the allocation of the student fee allocated for all things that take place within the SU. This committee meets weekly during winter term.

Summer Student Fee Committee: The summer student fee committee oversees the allocation of the Student Incidental Fee over the summer.  This committee meets on a monthly basis during summer break. 
Student Library Advisory Committee: This committee advises the leadership of the library on ways to make the library more accessible and useful for students. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Sustainability Council: This council works on methods to reach the university's sustainability goals and generally works on projects to increase the sustainability of SOU. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Teacher Education Committee: This committee represents all departments involved in education and will periodically examine teacher education policies and shall review all proposed changes in policy. Meeting times will be posted shortly.  
Technology Council: This committee advises on matters related to technology planning, policies, planning, and resource allocation on campus. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
City of Ashland Transportation Commission: This commission works on effective transportation systems to promote safety and accommodate population growth in Ashland. This commission meets every Third Thursday from 6-8pm. 
Transportation Planning and Policy Committee: This committee works on issues within the campus community concerning student, faculty, and staff transportation and recommends policies on that topic. This committee meets as needed. 
City of Ashland Tree Commission: This commission advises other commissions and city council within the land use planning process on tree science and landscaping practices, and educates the community on the role of trees and appropriate planting and care. This commission meets every first Thursday of the month at 6pm. 
Tuition Advisory Committee: This committee assesses and recommends the amount of tuition money students will be charged each year based on educational costs. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
University Planning Committee: The university planning committee works directly under the President and oversees campus construction projects and other areas of university planning to enhance the vibrancy of SOU. This committee meets once per month.
University Studies Committee: The university studies committee oversees the content and programming within the department of University Studies, and maintains appropriate standards of general education. This committee meets once per week. 
Web Advisory Committee: The web advisory assists the SOU webmaster in making recommendations for changes in order to make the website more attractive, accessible, and user-friendly. Meeting times will be posted shortly. 
Airport Commission - This commission advises on all matters relating to the management, operation, and development of the Ashland airport. This commission meets the first Tuesday of the month at 9:30am.
City of Ashland Water Advisory Ad-hoc Committee: This committee advises the city and its hired contractors during the water re-use and conservation program's implementation. This committee meets next on Wednesday, October 26th from 4-6pm.
