



Assou Judicial Minutes, meeting held October, 6th, 2011
Attendees: Elliot Brooks, Chief Justice; Robin Kigel, Justice; Fiona Mattson, Justice; Jay Goodin, Justice; Ben Katz, Justice 

Meeting called to order at 5:55 pm

New Business:
First order of business was appointment of vice chair to run judicial meetings in the event that the chief Justice Brooks is unable to attend. Brooks moved to appoint Goodin to the vice chair position because of his ample experience in the judicial branch as well as his advanced knowledge of parliamentary procedure. Motion passes 4-0-1; Goodin abstained. 

Brooks recommends that we purchase Robert’s rules of order. These books would be checked out to the Justices and returned at the end of term of service. One additional copy will be purchased for use in the Sours leadership center. Moreover, will recommend that the executive and legislative branches likewise purchase copies for reference. The cost of 6 books, one per justice and one additional copy is $72.00 on amazon.com. Motion carries 5-0-0 , a funding request will be put in.
We no longer need to apply to conduct boards. Casey Clithero advised that when a board is called to order a Justice will be appointed automatically. Clithero wishes to attend the Judicial meeting held on Monday the 10th of October to discuss this issue farther. Justices Kigel and Brooks will meet prior to this meeting to create  backwards plan for a recruitment drive for student participation on conduct boards. 

Vision and Mission discussion tabled until a later date. 

Delegate Reports: 

Justice Mattson reporting on the Assou senate meeting held the 4th of October, 2011

Mattson reported that the senate successfully vetted all candidates for positions on Assou. Speaker Roque is stepping down due to scheduling conflict but will remain in service until a suitable replacement can be appointed. 
Committees were decided upon, but non members were seated. No meeting times established. Scheduling forthcoming. 

Vice President Stucke requested $307.00 from the senate contingency fund (Is this the correct nomenclature?) in order to utilize the SOU calendar and add ASSOU events. Money goes to the Information Technology department who are charged with upkeep of the calendar. Funding request was granted.

SRF-1-11 passed, to be discussed under review of legislation heading.

Justice Goodin reporting on the Assou cabinet meeting held the 5th of October, 2011
Goodin reported that president Harris is now acting as Vice Chair of the Oregon Student Association (OSA). Secretary of the Treasury Thurner is now also serving as Co-Chair of Inter Club Council (ICC).

Conduct notes:

Goodin advised that several members of Cabinet have scheduling conflicts and therefore will be unable to make it to Wednesday sessions for the remainder of the term. Members with scheduling conflicts are O’neal, Annie and Kelsey. Annie sent a letter with Vice President Stukey to read to the cabinet regarding her conflict, but Justice Goodin was unsure of the content. All branch members agree that it would be prudent to have information regarding the nature of the scheduling conflict before attempting the resolve the issue. Therefore, Justice Kigel was asked to send emails to the aforementioned parties to obtain this information. If necessary we can than discuss the possibility of meeting with interested parties for further discussion. Issue tabled until Monday the 10th of October.
Jake Falldorf, Director of Government Affairs requested that the executive pass a rule that would allow him to imbibe alcohol at Raider football games where he would be acting as a representative of ASSOU. Falldorf is of drinking age. Goodin does not know if Faldorf would be on the clock during this event. All members agree that farther research is needed to address this issue. Brooks instructs that all Justices should investigate this issue during their allotted research time. Goodin moves to table until Monday the 10th of October, Mattson seconds. Motion adopted 5-0-0.

Falldorf noted that a candidate for District Attorney in Jackson County will be speaking at SOU. The Judicial branch feels that if the student government event sponsors this event, that it is necessary to invite this candidate’s opposition in order for the ASSOU to remain politically impartial. Therefore, if this even is sponsored by ASSOU, the judicial branch will issue a statement to the executive branch stating that ASSOU may not be excusing in political matters and therefore the candidate opposition must be extended a similar invitation. Kigel so moves, Goodin seconds. Motion passes 5-0-0. Katz will speak to Jennifer Fountain regarding ASSOU’s involvement in this event. 

Goodin reported that ex-officio members of cabinet will be seated on a senate committee. This violated separation of powers. Therefore the Judicial branch will issue the following statement:
In order to maintain separation of powers, in that an executive member cannot be a voting member on a legislative committee, an executive member sitting on a standing committee of the leg branch may not hold the title of ex-officio. Voting power is intrinsic in the Ex-officio title under the newly revised 11th edition Roberts rules of order and thus this title, endowed on a present or previous member of the executive branch would be in violate of separation of powers. Therefore a present or former member of the executive is free to attend a meeting and participate in discourse, but may not vote. 

Goodin moves that this notice be discharged to the body as a whole and will therefore presented by the delegate to the executive and legislative branches in the following week. Mattson seconds. Motion adopted 5-0-0

There has been concern about new appointees working prior to their confirmation. Goodin set an appointment with Jennifer Fountain to address this issue on Friday the 7th of October at 10:00 am.

Review of Legislation:

There is a possible conflict with the newly adopted  SRF-1-11. This legislation offers guidelines for the absence of ASSOU members from required meetings that are in conflict with line 4.2.2 of the existing legislative rules. Therefore line 4.2.2 will need to be abrogated before SRF-1-11 can take effect. If senate fails to do so at their next meeting, the Judicial delegate will advise them that it is necessary. The delegation of a member to attend senate was postpone until Monday October the 10th. Goodin so moves, Unanimous motion adopted 5-0-0.

Announcements:

Brooks will be attending a conference, and therefore absent from the Judicial meeting to be held the week of October the 27th. Therefore Goodin must make himself available to perform duties of the chief Justice

Brooks announced that it will fall under the purview of the branch to send a delegate to rule committee meetings over the following academic year. 

Delegation of Duties:

Due to miscommunication, Justices Kigel and Katz failed to be sworn in preceding their confirmation by the Senate on Tuesday the 4th of October. Therefore, both must attend the next meeting of the senate to be held on Tuesday the 11th of October so that they may be sworn in as officers of ASSOU.

There has been concern about new appointees working prior to their confirmation. Goodin set an appointment with Jennifer Fountain to address this issue on Friday the 7th of October at 10:00 am.

Brooks has been researching options regarding mediation training for the Judicial branch. Teddy and Brooks contend that Bowski and Teddy should lead the training with the help of Goodin so long as the cost is not prohibitive. 

Mike and Crystal of OSA will be attending a future Judicial meeting to discuss the addition of judicial content into student leadership conferences.
