
Judicial Meeting
Thursday, November 10th, 2011

Meeting called to order at 6:15

Approval of Agenda: Approved without objection 6:20

Approval of Minutes: Chief justice Brooks made minor corrections to the minutes. Minutes affirmed without objection. 

Cabinet report: not ethical conduct notes.

Senate report: Legislative, no new legislation. They have just begun doing one on one.

Legislative review: SBF-4-11 handed out. Due to length, issue tabled until Thursday 11/17/11. 

Meeting delegations: Justice Goodin will attend senate next week. Justice Brooks will attend Cabinet. 

Discussion of F-2-11 inquiry: Come up with questions that we want to ask various witnesses.  Sean Franks was never mentioned in the advisory council. Tatiana spoke with Justice Goodin, and said that the date of Frank’s hiring contract was 8-22-11. Justice Brooks contends that it is apparent that president Harris did not inform the advisory council of the hiring of Franks and Breen despite president Harris’s contention that advisory councils purpose was t be informed of decisions.  Moreover, the chief justice informed the advisory council that a motion was necessary according to SFC. The Judicial believes that it is clear that voting on a budget item necessitates a vote.

There was a lack of detail regarding Metcalf’s breaking quorum. The conversation that preceded this is not accounted for in the minutes. Harris than informed the council of his intention to hire Cowger. The prior meeting had set the precedent for voting. 
Senate had voted on the positions and the people. 

Vice President Stucke: wants to resolve an issue in legislative rules. She is working on seating committees. In the rules the Stevenson union senator, Swanson, is supposed to be chair of the SU steering committee. She also is an employee of Ryan, who is the advisor of that committee. There needs to be a decision regarding if this is a conflict of interest, how it sill be solved. Since this comes up often, VP Stucke would like to know our general opinion of this type of problem. 

The SU steering committee make all of the decisions for the SU who gets an office etc.. Building and employee stuff.  Therefore if the SU senator displeases the boss in the committee capacity, it could be taken out on them by firing them.

WE would like Casey to be a nonvoting member, and replace her with another committee chair, making it a six person group with five voting members. Moreover, it needs to be addressed in rules that she needs is required to serve, adding something to the effect that ASSOU members are not required to serve in cases of conflict of interest.
