6:04 Conflict of interest


 Swanson was never approached by Judicial about conflict. President Harris was the only person to notify her. Justice Kigel stresses that this situation and the Judicial Branch’s opinion is not about the specific people involved but the potential for abuse in future instances. Why was senate not on board with decision? Justice Goodin says partly due to the fact that this conflict has existed in the past with no problems. John Eldridge explains that senate could be bothered that senate was never brought the problem; it went straight from executive to judicial. Vice-President Stucke suggests a rule change which could fix problem without personal aspect. Casey Swanson says the Senate may see that her non-involvement in the committee negates her expertise and passion on the topic of the committee. Better communication with Senate is going to be encouraged by using debriefs and other tools to keep the body better informed. John Eldridge says there are other ways for Judicial to come to an opinion, senate should be involved. He also says the preemptive nature of Judicial’s actions causes problems and that there are already protections in place to protect the student from unfair treatment. Justice Mattson shows the ways the legal safeguards could be missed in other situations of conflict of interest. Justice Kigel speaks to the level of natural intimidation which students feel from faculty, an intimidation which could keep a student from coming forward with an issue. Also issue with SUAC in which there is the same conflict of interest. Senate will be consulted and a solution is going to be looked for promptly but with no less proper consideration.  Casey Swanson explains SUAC should be more of a concern and also explains that she and Ryan Green are only members of SUSC, also encourages Judicial to talk to Frank Newland. Justice Goodin moves to suspend opinion temporarily, Justice Katz seconds. Discussion follows as to reason for suspension. Suspension so that senate can be brought into issue. Justice Kigel says that if Ryan Green has no direct effect on Casey’s work situation. Justice Goodin Motion taken back, motion made to table discussion. Justice Kigel seconds. Motion passes. John Eldridge leaves at end of discussion.
