Appendix B:  Inter Club Council Operational Guidelines
B.1  The Inter-Club Council shall be recognized as a sub-committee of the Educational Activities 

Advisory Committee.

B.2  Function of the Inter-Club Council

B.2.1  The Council’s primary function is to:

B.2.1.1  Allocate funds to recognized clubs and organizations.

B.2.1.2  Coordinate and share information about campus clubs and organization.

B.2.1.3  Promote collaborative efforts amongst campus clubs and organizations.

B.3  The Inter-Club Council shall be comprised of one representative from each registered club 

and organization.

B.4  At the beginning of Fall term each academic year, the Inter-Club Council shall elect an 
allocation committee comprised of five members of the body.

B.5  At the beginning of Fall term each academic year, the Inter-Club Council shall elect a Chair 
who shall run meetings.  The Chair shall not be a member of the allocation committee.
B.6  At the beginning of Fall term each academic year, the Inter-Club Council shall elect a 
representative to the Educational Activities Advisory Committee, who shall serve as a member of said committee.

B.7  The Inter-Club Council shall have a meeting every other week during each academic term in 
compliance with Oregon Public Meeting Law.
B.8  Clubs shall miss no more than one meeting per term in order to remain in good standing.

B.9  In order to be eligible for funding within a given academic term, clubs must:


B.9.1  be a registered organization with the Student Involvement Center.


B.9.2  be in good standing with the Inter-Club Council.


B.9.3  complete all necessary forms by the given deadline, as set by the allocation 
committee.


B.9.4  have not received Initial Budget Level funds through the Educational Activities 
Advisory Committee.

B.10  The allocation committee shall be comprised of five members of the Inter-Club Council and 
one Senator from ASSOU.  The allocation committee shall elect a Chair, who shall run meetings and communicate with all organizations seeking funding, as well as the Inter-Club Council and the Educational Advisory Committee.

B.11  The allocation committee shall operate within the same procedures and guidelines of 

other Fee Committees.

B.12  Appeals  of the allocation committee’s decisions shall be subject to the same appeals rules 

as all other appeals within the Student Fee allocation process.
