RESOLUTION NUMBER: SRF-1-11

TITLE OF RESOLUTION: Expectations of ASSOU Officers

SPONSORS OF RESOLUTION: Katherine Gohring, Computer Science and Mathematics Senator

SECONDED BY:

WHEREAS the officers of the Associated Students of Southern Oregon University (ASSOU) came together to discuss mutual expectations regarding organization-wide meetings, meeting attendance, agenda and minute distribution, and responsible social networking use on September 27, 2011, and

WHEREAS it is necessary for the Senate to confirm such decisions, and

WHEREAS the existence of universal expectations of all ASSOU officers promotes efficiency and clarity within the organization,

BE IT RESOLVED THAT  all officers of the ASSOU shall attend a mandatory meeting of the entire organization twice per academic term (excluding Summer term).  The dates of said meetings shall be determined by an agreement between all three branches of the ASSOU at the beginning of each term.  Unexcused absences from these meetings shall count towards officers’ maximum allotted absences to their branch’s meetings for the term.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT all officers of the ASSOU shall be held to the following standards:

1. Meeting Attendance

a. If an officer must miss a meeting that they are required to attend (e.g. a Branch meeting, Committee meeting, or meeting of another Branch), they must give at least 24 hours’ notice to the person who will be facilitating the meeting (e.g. the Chair of the committee), unless a true emergency arises.

b. Legitimate reasons for missing meetings include: fulfilling other duties for ASSOU, having class, being ill or having a family emergency, and other reasons that a professor would generally accept for a student missing class.

c. If an officer misses more than 3 meetings in a term without proper notice or with insufficient reason, that officer shall be considered derelict in their duties, and their branch shall consider dismissal procedures for that officer.

d. If there is a question as to the legitimacy of an absence, the facilitator of the body shall determine
2. Distribution of Meeting Agendas and Minutes

a. The chair or facilitator of any ASSOU meeting shall distribute the agenda to members of the body at least 24 hours before the meeting begins, along with any materials the body needs to be prepared for the meeting.

i. The agenda may be altered by the body at the beginning of the meeting.  Any member of a body has the right to ask for an amendment to the agenda, and the body will decide whether to adopt the proposed amendment.

b. Minutes of the meeting shall be sent to members of the body within 24 hours of the adjournment of the meeting.

i. Minutes shall include at least the following information: the names of all people present, the names of any absent members of the body, the topics discussed by the body, and any decisions made including a named vote count.

c. The body shall approve or alter the minutes at its subsequent meeting.

d. Minutes shall be publicized on the ASSOU website within 24 hours of the adjournment of the meeting in which the minutes were approved.

3. Responsible Use of Social Networking Sites

a. When using Facebook or other online social networking sites, ASSOU officers shall not portray ASSOU in a negative light.

b. Negative issues involving ASSOU or SOU shall be stated in a professional and factual manner.

c. When speaking about negative issues, officers shall not name other ASSOU officers.

d. Officers shall strive to make clear the separation between personal and professional content online.
